SR 414 - Community Helps Project Development

n response to citizen input during
the PD&E Re-evaluation Study, as
well as potential wetland and floodplain
issues, the Expressway Authority has

decided to shift the State Road
414/State Road 429 interchange to the
west and to relocate the mainline toll
plaza from Lakeville Road, just west of
Hiawassee Road, to Coral Hills Road,
just west of County Road 435.

In addition, the Expressway Authority
is developing an Access Management
Plan for U.S. Highway 441 at the
eastern end of the project to improve
access to Apopka Boulevard and other
affected side streets. The Expressway
Authority is also working with the city
of Apopka regarding the issue of
CR 435 ramps and improved access

to Vick Road at the northern end

of existing SR 429 (which will be
renumbered as State Road 451).
The Maitland Boulevard Extension is
expected to be critical in relieving
congestion on US 441 through
Apopka, as well as serving the
growing number of new and planned
businesses and communities in
northwest Orange County.

Apopka Mayor John Land is among
the many people who understand the
benefits of the long-awaited project.
“This roadway not only offers increased
access opportunities for Apopka
residents, but it also provides a much
needed alternative to ‘cut-through’
traffic heading to Orlando west of our
city,” stated the Mayor. “This diversion

from US 441 will also enhance our
redevelopment efforts in the downtown
area, an ongoing project that has been a
great source of community pride.”
According to Expressway Authority
Chairman Allan E. Keen, “This project
has been on the minds and wish lists of
many people for many years, due to the
tremendous growth along US 441 and
in Northwest Orange County. Part of
our mission at the Expressway
Authority is to find better ways to
improve the lives of Central Floridians
through smart growth planning and
strategically placed roadways. We are
pleased to have this opportunity to
bring such a needed expressway to the
citizens of Apopka and Northwest
Orange County.”
